Incoming 9th Graders

Your first day of school is Wednesday, August 31. You will meet your Roundtable, get your schedule, run through a
shortened class day, and then participate in a day of team building, games, and lunch (provided by the school) at Agassiz
Village. You will not need school supplies on this day, but please wear clothing appropriate for the weather and bring a
water bottle. This day is also a FULL day of school. No early release!

Your first day of school is Thursday, September 1. It is a BLUE day and a full day of school. You will start the day in your

Roundtable so you can get your schedule. If you are going to LRTC this year on Blue days, this will be your first day of
school for those programs as well. The bus to LRTC leaves at 7:26 from the front circle of PRHS. Please arrive at the bus
no later than 7:20 on your first day. Please check your schedule, or call us at school, to see if this applies to you.

Open House
Our annual fall open house will be Wednesday, September 7 from 6:00-7:00 pm. This is a great time for parents to
connect faces to the names of your child’s teachers!

Student Parking Passes
Students who wish to park on campus this year must obtain a parking pass by August 26. Parking passes will be available

beginning August 15 and will be numbered. Students must park in the space that corresponds to the pass number. This is
the student’s reserved parking space—no other drivers will be permitted to park there. The cost is $2 and students will
need to present proof of insurance, current registration, and a driver's license. After August 26, drivers of cars without
parking passes displayed on the rearview mirror or dashboard will be subject to discipline. Students will also sign an
agreement to drive responsibly and safely while on school property. Students who drive recklessly or inappropriately
may have their driving privileges suspended. We may also contact law enforcement. Students MAY NOT park anywhere
other than the space assigned to them in the student parking lot without permission from administration.
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Painting Parking Spaces (Seniors Only)

Seniors interested in painting their parking spot must complete a proposal form in the main office first. Painting will be
permitted from 8-4, August 15 - August 26. All designs must be approved by administration before painting.

Health Office Update

We have included the ‘22-23 standing orders, Tooth Fairies, and fluoride forms in the newsletter. Please complete all
applicable forms and return to school for your student to receive standing order medications throughout the school year
as well as dental services if desired.

If your student has asthma and/or allergies please send a copy of the asthma and/or allergy action plan to school. It is
important to have clear communication between you and your child, your health care provider and school staff for
managing asthma and/or allergies at school. A written asthma and/or allergy action plan developed by your healthcare
provider and shared with the school will help keep your child safe at school.
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Most medications can be administered outside of school hours. If it is necessary to administer medication at school for
your child, parents/guardians are asked to bring the medication to school in its original container and to complete an
Authorization to Administer Medication form, which is available from the Nurse’s Office. The student’s health care
provider may need to be contacted to verify the medication order. Students are not allowed to transport medication on
the bus. This includes over-the-counter medication such as acetaminophen, ibuprofen, etc.
