Establishing Relevant
Student-Centered Goals

e The student’s goal is associated with the
student as a learner,as a citizen, or as a
professional

e The student’s goal involves multiple aspects of the
student’s life, including vision of short-term and
long-term aspirations

e The student’s goal is measurable in association
with intended outcome and requirements for
completion

Setting a Timeline

e The student has a timeline for goal
completion

e The student has a clear and specific timeline for
accomplishing goal completion

Creating a Plan

e The student provides clear steps toward
goal completion

barriers that might impact goal completion

e The student provides a summary of solutions to
overcome barriers

Making Informed Decisions
